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Presentation

It is today a pleasure to note the significant progress made by Member States of the Common-
wealth of Independent States (CIS) towards universality of international humanitarian law treaties
and their national implementation and to assess that progress.

As States reaffirmed during the 31st International Conference of the Red Cross and Red Crescent,
convened in Geneva in late 2011, the importance of implementation of international humanitarian
law (IHL) remains a priority. The Four years Plan of Action adopted by the Conference and numer-
ous pledges by States and National Societies are intended to reinforce participation in international
treaties and their national implementation.

It is worth recalling that States Parties to international humanitarian law treaties have a legally
binding commitment to adopt national measures of implementation — and specifically, national
legislation — to be in a position to respect and ensure respect of this law.

Following an introductory section, this one page country-by-country update intends to inform on
the status of ratification of treaties, of domestic implementation and on the existence of internal
mechanisms tending to assist national authorities in the process of national implementation of
CIS Member States. It reproduces information pertaining to all Members States of the CIS: Arme-
nia, Azerbaijan, Belarus, Kazakhstan, Kyrgyzstan, Moldova, Russian Federation and Uzbekistan,
of participant State: Ukraine, of Associate Member State: Turkmenistan and of former Member
State: Georgia. The report also includes the list of model laws / recommendations on IHL related
issues adopted by the Inter Parliamentary Assembly of the Commonwealth of Independent States.

The information is not exhaustive. Material is continuously updated. The document is intended to
be a tool for national authorities and / or national IHL commissions on their work on IHL related
issues. The information contained in this report can also be accessible through the ICRC National
Implementation Database (http://www.icrc.org/ihl-nat).



International humanitarian law and related treaties

Ratification of international humanitarian law and other related treaties is a priority to ensure respect of this law.
At July 2012, State participation in relevant treaties stood as follows:

1949 Geneva Conventions for the Protection of Victims of War 194 States Parties
The Geneva Conventions protect wounded, sick and
shipwrecked combatants, the personnel attending to them
the buildings in which they are sheltered and the equipment
used for their benefit. The Conventions also protect prisoners
of war, through specific rules governing their treatment, and
civilian population, in particular in the occupied territories.

1977 Additional Protocol | to the Geneva Conventions 172 States Parties
Protocol | broadens the protection extended to civilians and
limits the methods and means of warfare.

Declaration provided for under Article 90 of Protocol | 72 States Parties
International Fact-Finding Commission

The Commission is a permanent body whose purpose is to

investigate allegations of grave breaches and other serious

violations of IHL and to facilitate, through its good offices,

the restoration of an attitude of respect for the law.

1977 Additional Protocol Il to the Geneva Conventions 166 States Parties
Protocol Il contains fundamental guarantees for persons
not taking part in hostilities during non-international armed
conflicts and lays down rules relating to the protection of
civilians, civilian objects and installations essential to the
survival of the population.

1954 Convention for the Protection of Cultural Property in the Event 126 States Parties
of Armed Conflict
The Convention protects monuments of architecture, art or
history and other cultural property. The First Protocol (1954) 102 States Parties
to the Convention provides that such property shall not be
exported from occupied territories and that any property so
exported shall be safeguarded and returned. The
Second Protocol (1999) reinforces the repression of violations 63 States Parties
and also applies to non-international armed conflicts.

1972 Convention on the Prohibition of the Development, Production 165 States Parties
and Stockpiling of Bacteriological (Biological) and Toxin
Weapons and on their Destruction
The Convention bans biological weapons.

1976 Convention on the prohibition of military or any other hostile 76 States Parties
use of environmental modifications techniques
This Convention refers to the protection of the environment
during armed conflict situations.

Convention on the Prohibitions and Restrictions on the Use

of Certain Conventional Weapons

This Convention establishes the framework for the Protocols
prohibiting the use of non-detectable fragments (Protocol ),
prohibiting the use of mines, booby-trams and other devices
against the civilian population and restricting their use against
military targets (Protocol Il), and prohibiting the use of incendiary
weapons against the civilians and civilian objects and restricting
their use against military targets (Protocol IlI).

Protocol IV (1995) on blinding weapons, prohibits the use of
laser weapons that are specifically designed to cause
permanent blindness.

Amended Protocol Il (1996), on prohibitions or restrictions

on the use of mines, booby-tramps and other devices,
broadens the prohibitions related to these devices and extends
the Protocol’s scope of application to non-international armed
conflicts.

The Amendment (2001) to the 1980 Convention on Prohibitions
or Restrictions on the Use of Certain Conventional Weapons
expands the scope of application of the Convention and its
Protocols to non-international armed conflicts.

Protocol V (2003), on explosive remnants of war, requires

the parties to a conflict to take measures to reduce the
dangers posed by explosive ordnance that has been used

or fired but has failed to explode as intended (unexploded
ordnance) and by stocks of explosive ordnance left behind on
the battlefield (abandoned ordnance).

Convention on the Prohibition of the Development, Production,
Stockpiling and Use of Chemical Weapons and their Destruction
The Convention bans chemical weapons.

Convention on the Prohibition of the Use, Stockpiling, Production
and Transfer of Anti-Personnel Mines and on their Destruction
The Convention bans anti-personnel landmines.

Rome Statute of the International Criminal Court

The Statute establishes a permanent international criminal court
with jurisdiction over the crime of genocide, war crimes,

crimes against humanity and aggression.

Optional Protocol to the Convention on the Rights of the Child
on the involvement of children in armed conflicts

The Protocol raises the age limit for participation of hostilities
to 18 years old.

Additional Protocol lll to the Geneva Conventions
The Protocol introduces a new protected emblem — red crystal.

Convention on Cluster Munitions
The Convention bans the use of cluster munitions.

National implementation of treaties

Although the initial ratification of treaties is essential, it is merely a first step. The treaties themselves contain obliga-
tions that States Parties must comply with upon ratification or accession. Obligations under the principal treaties
include the adoption of legislative and other implementation measures.

Legislation

Repression of breaches of IHL

IHL sets out detailed rules aimed at protecting the victims of armed conflict and restricting the methods and means
of warfare. It also establishes mechanisms to ensure that these rules are respected. In particular, IHL holds individu-
als responsible for violations of its rules that they commit or order others to commit. It requires that those respon-
sible for serious violations be prosecuted and punished as criminals. Serious violations of the law are regarded as
war crimes. IHL requires States to search for and punish all those who commit grave breaches regardless of the
nationality of the perpetrator or the place where the crime was committed. This principle, called universal jurisdic-
tion, is a key factor in ensuring the effective repression of war crimes.

States must therefore ensure that their criminal law provides for punishment of:

. grave breaches of the Geneva Conventions and Additional Protocol I,
. violations of the 1954 Convention for the Protection of Cultural Property,
. wilful killing of or other serious injury to civilians resulting from violations of amended Protocol Il
(on landmines) of the 1980 Conventional Weapons Convention,
. activities prohibited under the 1993 Convention on Chemical Weapons, the 1997 Ottawa Convention on

Anti-personnel Mines and the 2008 Convention on Cluster Munitions,
. crimes that come under the jurisdiction of the International Criminal Court.

Protection of the emblems

States must prevent and repress (punish) misuse of the emblems and names of the red cross, the red crescent and
the red crystal (or the use of imitations thereof), the civil defence sign and the electronic signals mentioned in IHL
instruments. Their internal measures must also provide for definitions and identification of recognized and pro-
tected emblems and the appointment of a national authority to supervise matters relating to the emblems, such as
who is entitled to use them and for what purpose.

Other implementation measures
States party to IHL treaties are also required to take a variety of administrative measures.

Translation of the treaties into the national language
Translations need to be officially endorsed and published by the authorities and made available to those con-
cerned. They are placed at the disposal of all States Parties via the depositary.

Dissemination and training

Combatants must receive instruction in IHL, so that they can take account of its rules in their behaviour. If IHL is
to receive due respect, it must become familiar to all concerned. Civil servants, government officials, students and
teachers, medical personnel and the media, in particular, should know its principles.

Experts and advisers
Authorities should select and train qualified personnel in IHL and appoint legal advisers to assist military com-
manders in applying the law and providing appropriate instruction to the armed forces.



Missing persons

Adequate measures should be taken in order to prevent persons from becoming missing and to protect the rights
of the families of the missing persons. This includes namely issues related to respect of fundamental guarantees,
nominating competent authorities, registration of births and deaths and protection of personal data.

Identification

Cultural property, civil defence works and installations containing dangerous forces should be identified by the
special signs provided for under IHL. Medical and religious personnel, journalists and staff assigned to specific tasks
should be given identity cards protecting the bearers.

Military planning
Military objectives should not be located within or near densely populated areas, and new weapons and methods
of warfare should comply with the rules of IHL.

National mechanisms for the implementation of IHL

Although not legally required, many States have created national inter-ministerial committees on IHL or similar
bodies. As of July 2012, 102 bodies have been established. They have proven very effective in assisting States in
national implementation by acting as focal point for various government departments that deal with IHL issues.

National committees advise governments on the ratification and application of IHL treaties at the national level but
also share, with the ICRC encouragement, their expertise at the regional level.

Their creation and composition is entirely the prerogative of governments. ICRC recommends the inclusion of rep-
resentatives of relevant ministers such as Defence, Foreign Affaires, and Justice, Interior or Home affairs, Health and
Education, and representatives of the national Red Cross or Red Crescent society.

Implementing Measures

Armenia has adopted the following implementing measures:

. Criminal Code of the Republic of Armenia (provides sanctions some of the war crimes),

. Civil Code (contain provisions related to missing persons),

. Decree of the President of Armenia on the establishment of a Commission on missing persons, hostages
and prisoners of war,

. Law on Social Security for Servicemen and their family members,

. Law of the Republic of Armenia on Personal Data Protection.

National IHL Commission

Armenia does not have a national IHL commission. However, a working group was established to work on a com-
prehensive bill on the missing persons and the rights of their families and other working group has been estab-
lished to work on the legal protection of cultural property in the event of armed conflict.

National IHL Commission

By Order no 1242 of September 19%, 1997, Belarus established a National Commission on Implementation of Inter-
national Humanitarian Law under the Council of Ministries. The Commission acts under the Chairmanship of the
Minister of Justice. It is composed of representatives of Ministers of Justice, Defence, Education, Interior, Foreign
Affairs, Health, Culture, academic circles and of the Red Cross Society.

The Commission has as a mandate to promote the participation to humanitarian law treaties and for the amend-
ment of relevant domestic law; to contribute to the dissemination of IHL; to draw up advisory opinions on Belarus’
position on problems of humanitarian law; to coordinate activities of bodies concerned with the implementation
of humanitarian law and to monitor the application of its rules at the national level, to cooperate and exchange
information on the implementation of IHL.

Early 2011 the National Commission launched an initiative for the creation of an International Association of Na-
tional IHL Commissions. In September 2011, the Council of Ministers of Justice of the CIS Member States in Du-
shanbe, Tajikistan supported this initiative. In the same year, the Commission contributed, through peer-to-peer
cooperation, to the establishment of the Turkmen National IHL Commission and to the work of the Kyrgyz National
IHL Commission. On March 5" the Commission adopted its 2012 Plan of Action, which includes, inter alia, a study
on criminal legislation to bring it in line with the ICC Statute, further consideration to weapons' victims assistance
and enhancing knowledge of IHL.

National IHL Commission

By Government Resolution no 1251 of December 9t 2003, Kazakhstan established an Interdepartmental Commis-
sion on International Humanitarian Law and International Human Rights Law. The internal regulations of the Com-
mission were adopted by the same Resolution.

The Ministry of Foreign Affairs has the Chairmanship and runs the Secretariat of the Commission. The Commission
is composed of representatives of the Ministries of Foreign Affairs, Industry and Trade, Justice, Labour and Social,
Security, Health, Economy and budgetary planning, Interior, Environmental Protection, Culture and Information,
Defence, Education and Science, General Prosecutor’s Office and National Security Committee.

The Commission has the mandate to submit advice and proposals to the government on meeting obligations
under IHL and international human rights law, on implementing treaties of those bodies of law and on improving
domestic legislation to bring it in line with the resulting obligations. Its mandate also covers spreading knowledge
of IHL and promotes wider international cooperation in respecting IHL and human rights law.



KYRGYZSTAN

National IHL Commission

By Government Resolution no 361 of June 18", 2003, Kyrgyzstan established an Interdepartmental Committee on
the Implementation of IHL, under the Chairmanship of the Ministry of Justice. The composition of the commission
was changed on July 28%, 2008, by order of the Ministry of Justice no 93.

The Commission is composed of representatives of the Ministries of Justice, Foreign Affairs, Health, Interior, Envi-
ronment and Emergencies, Defence, Education and Science, Culture and Information and Labour and Migration.
State Committee of the National Security (SCNS), and Border Service under SNCS. State Agencies for Social Protec-
tion, State Agency of environment and forestry protection and the Red Crescent Society.

The mandate of the Commission is to assist in bringing domestic implementation in line with IHL treaties, to as-
sess legislation as regards compliance with IHL norms, to suggest ways of improving the implementation of IHL,
to consider and develop opinions briefs on international treaties, to coordinate activities of States bodies involved
in IHL implementation, to promote dissemination and gathered information on developments on IHL, to monitor
implementation of its own decisions and to facilitate interaction and exchange of information with organisations
active in the area of [HL.

As per its mandate, the Kyrgyz National IHL Commission initiated peer-to-peer cooperation with the Belarus Na-
tional IHL Commission. A visit was done to Minsk (Belarus) to discuss working methods and functioning of national
commissions. It is intended to have an invitation of the Belarus National Commission to visit Bishkek. On April 9*,
the Commission adopted its 2012 Annual Plan, which includes, inter alia, work on the update of the criminal leg-
islation to bring it in conformity with international obligations, ratification of the 1976 ENMOD Convention, and
consideration might be given to weapons related treaties. On July 4%, a training session on challenges of IHL for
members of the National Commission was jointly organized with the ICRC.

National IHL Commission

By Governmental Decree no 382-P of September 9, 1996, Moldova established the National Committee on Con-
sultation and Coordination of Implementation of International Humanitarian Law. It was reviewed by Decree no
121-P of October 21%, 1998. Internal regulations of the Committee were adopted by Government Order no 259 of
April 1%, 1999.

The Committee acts under the Chairmanship of the Ministry of Justice, and the Ministry of Foreign Affairs acts as
Secretariat. It is composed of representatives of Ministries of Foreign Affairs, Interior, Education, National Security,
Health, Labour, Defence, Justice, Civil Defence, Police and the Red Cross Society.

The mandate of the Committee is to review and evaluate national legislation in the light of international humani-
tarian law treaties to which Moldova is a Party, to present conclusions and recommendations to the government on
issues related to national implementation and monitor their application, to coordinate the activities of the govern-
mental bodies concerned and to spread knowledge of IHL within the State.

National IHL Commission

By Governmental Decree no 277 of July 2" 1999, Tajikistan established the National Commission on the Imple-
mentation of International Humanitarian Law under the Government of the Republic of Tajikistan. The Internal
Regulations of the Commission were adopted on August 3¢, 1999. The Commission is Chaired by the Deputy Prime
Minister. The Ministry of Justice acts as Vice-Chair and the Directorate for Constitutional Guarantees of Citizens’
Rights assures the Secretariat.

The Commission is composed of representatives of the Deputy Prime Minister, and of the Ministries of Justice,
Defence, Security, Interior, Health, Foreign Affairs, Culture, Education, Labour, Environment, Emergency Situations,
Presidential Administration and Guard, Border-Protection Committee, academic circles and of the Red Crescent
Society.

The mandate of the Commission is to promote national implementation of IHL and the ratification of the relevant
instruments, to analyse domestic laws and bring them in line with international obligations, to coordinate IHL re-
lated activities between ministries, to participate to the dissemination and teaching of IHL and to participate to
issues concerning the development of IHL.

On 2011, the Commission adopted the “Tajikistan National Mine Action Strategic Plan 2010-2015: Protecting life
and promoting development’, which concerns implementation of the ban of anti-personnel mines. The Commis-
sion is active in discussions around ratification of relevant weapons related treaties.

National IHL Commission

The Interdepartmental Committee for the Implementation of International Humanitarian Law was established by
Resolution of the Cabinet of Ministers no 1157 of July 21 2000. Its internal regulations and composition were ap-
proved on the same day. The Ministry of Justice chairs the Commission, the Ukrainian Red Cross Society has the
vice-chairmanship and the Secretariat is assumed by the Council of Ministers. The Commission is composed of
representatives of the Cabinet of Ministers, by Ministers of Emergency Situations, Finance, Interior, Health, Foreign
Affairs, Economy, Education, Justice, Culture, Armed Forces and the Ukrainian National Society.

The mandate of the Commission is to study and analyse domestic legislation and its compatibility with IHL interna-
tional obligations of Ukraine. Based on the analyses the Commission can do proposals and recommendations to en-
sure compliance. The Commission has also the mandate to coordinate activities of relevant authorities concerned
with the implementation of IHL and to inform and assist authorities in the promotion and dissemination of IHL.

The 2012 Plan of Action of the Commission was adopted on March 27* and includes, inter alia, work towards crimi-
nalisation of the violations of international rules on weapons prohibitions through domestic criminal law, imple-
mentation of the enhanced cultural property protection. The translation of the Geneva Conventions and their Ad-
ditional Protocols into Ukrainian is almost completed.

By Resolution 117886 of August 12" 2011, Turkmenistan extended the mandate of the Human Rights Commission
by establishing the Interagency Commission on Securing the Implementation of International obligations of Turk-
menistan in the sphere of Human Rights and International Humanitarian Law. The Deputy Prime Minister / Minister
of Foreign Affairs chairs the Commission. The Director of Turkmen Institute of Democracy and Human Rights is the
vice-chair and the Head of Department of the Institute assumes the Secretariat.

The Commission is composed of: Head of the Committee on Human Rights of the Mejlis (parliament), Director
of the Institute of State and Law under the President of Turkmenistan, First Deputies Ministers of Foreign Affairs,
Defence, Justice and Prosecutors’ Office, Deputy Minister of Interior, Deputy Head of the Supreme Court, Depu-
ties Ministers of TV and Radio Broadcasting, Education, Health and Medical Industries, Labour and Social Welfare,
Economy and Development, Deputies Chairman of State Statistics Committee, of Gengeshi on religious issues,
Chairman of the Trade Union, Chairlady of the Women’s Union, Chairman of the Youth Union and Chairlady of the
National Red Crescent Society of Turkmenistan.

The mandate of the Commission is to contribute to facilitate participation to IHL treaties and to promote national
implementation of the international obligations, to participate to the promotion and dissemination of IHL and to
cooperate with other organisations in the area of IHL, to monitor the application of its recommendations and to
implement all other activities in conformity with its mandate.

The Interagency Commission adopted its 2012-2013 Plan of Action for the Implementation of IHL which includes,
inter alia: to examine the feasibility of joining the 1954 Hague Convention and its two Protocols, to review the
compatibility of domestic law in line with IHL obligations, to develop educational and training materials in Turk-
men language and to contribute to the training of civil servants on IHL. A high-level IHL working group has been
created within the Interagency Commission in 2012. It comprises of the First Deputy Minister of Foreign Affairs,
Deputy Minister of Education, Deputy Minister of Justice, Deputy Minister of Defence, Director of the TNIDHR, and
the Chairlady of the TmRCS. A plan of action was adopted and each member of the working group has been given
specific tasks and deadlines.

By Presidential Decree no 494 of August 24" 1998, Georgia established an Inter ministerial commission for the
implementation of IHL, but it was not effective.

The last Interagency Commission on IHL Implementation was established by Resolution of the Government of
Georgia N408-1 of October 28", 2011.

The Commission acts under the Chairmanship of the Ministry of Justice, and is composed of representatives of the
Ministries of Defence, Internal Affairs and Education, representatives of the National Security Council, of the Office
of the State Minister of Georgia for Reintegration and of the Georgian Red Cross.

On May 1% 2012, the Commission adopted the outline of its 2012-2013 Plan of Action. The Plan of Action includes,
inter alia, analyzing existing legislation and its compliance with IHL, in particular in reference to criminal legislation,
the emblem protection, the missing persons and the protection of cultural property and activities tending to dis-
seminate IHL to specific target groups such as journalists, medical personnel and civil servants.
