Management of Requests from States in Relation to 4756004
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Data Protection Considerations

As a humanitarian organization with a workforce of over 20,000
staff members active in over 100 countries, it is not uncommon for
the ICRC to receive, from time to time, requests in relation to the
composition of the ICRC workforce, broken down by nationality.
Specifically, the ICRC routinely receives questions from ministries
of foreign affairs, permanent missions, embassies and consulates
regarding the number and/or the identity of staff members who
are nationals of the requesting state.

Since answers to these questions often require transferring
personal data, this document aims to help delegations and
headquarters staff respond to such requests, ensuring that the
answers provided remain fully compliant with the ICRC Rules on
Personal Data Protection.

The point of
this publication is to generate a comprehensive understanding of
the stakes involved in support relationships and guide the decision-
making process.
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Access to Education Strategy 2021-2026

This strategy, together with the overarching Framework for
Access to Education, outlines the definition and approach of the
International Committee of the Red Cross (ICRC) to access to
education and sets out the ICRC’s ambitions and commitments in
relation to this essential public service. Its purpose is to support
the ICRC’s work to ensure that children and adults affected by
armed conflict and other situations of violence have better access
to education. This 5-year vision succeeds the first 2018-2020
access-to-education strategy.
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Millennials on War

For the first time, the ICRC has explored the views of 16,000
millennials — those aged 20—35 — on conflict and the rules of war.
The findings offer hope for the future as well as plenty of concern.
Millennials from 16 counties, namely Afghanistan, Colombia,
France, Indonesia, Israel, Malaysia, Mexico, Nigeria, the Occupied
Palestinian Territories, Russia, South Africa, Syria, Switzerland, the
United Kingdom, Ukraine and the United States participated in the
survey.
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Innovation at the ICRC

There is no single definition of innovation. For the ICRC, it
means doing things differently and more efficiently. It involves
continuous improvement while responding to evolving needs and
contexts, anticipating and preparing for the future, and supporting
organizational transformation.

At the ICRC, innovation is not the responsibility of just one team —
quite the opposite. Across the whole organization, different
delegations, departments and units work together to push the
boundaries of how we work. From Gaza to Goma, from water and
habitat to detention, each and every team has a role to play.

The ICRC’s approach to innovation involves testing different
solutions in key programme areas, such as exploring new
technologies, adapting products and redesigning processes, or
seeking new mechanisms for partnerships and funding. Some
change processes are implemented through a phased approach,
while others lay the foundation for broader cross-departmental
efforts, such as digital and data projects, energy transformation,
digital health care and virtual reality.

This publication describes the ICRC’s approach to innovation and
provides specific examples of current initiatives, while advising
ICRC staff on how to find support to develop their ideas.

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ICRC Rules on Personal Data Protection

Safeguarding individuals’ personal data, particularly in challenging
situations such as armed conflicts and other humanitarian
emergencies, is an essential part of protecting people’s lives, dignity
and physical and mental well-being.

A Memory of Solferino

This is the book that prompted the creation of what is now a
worldwide movement with millions of members and made the name
of “Henry Dunant” known everywhere. The account has moved
many people and still does today. Since it was first published in 1862,
the book has been translated into so many languages and reprinted
so many times that it is difficult to know how many versions exist
throughout the world.
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How is the Term “Armed Conflict” Defined in

International Humanitarian Law?
International Committee of the Red Cross Opinion Paper 2024

Since 2008, the ICRC has observed several transformations with regard
to how armed actors participate in armed conflicts, either as parties
to the conflict, or in support of parties. This includes when support is
provided by coalitions of states to governments involved in NIACs; when
a state uses non-consensual force in foreign territory; when coalitions
of armed groups emerge with fluctuating levels of organization; and
when such groups proliferate or agglomerate.

These transformations, as well as how the law adapts to them, are
outlined in the 2024 Opinion Paper (see also the new Commentaries to
Geneva Conventions I, ITand I1T and reports on “IHL and the challenges
of contemporary armed conflicts”). The Opinion Paper shares the
methodology involved in determining several legal issues related to
classification, including when an international armed conflict (IAC)
exists and when it can be considered to have come to an end; the
impact of consent by a state of the intervention/ use of force by another
state in its territory; the classification of an IAC by proxy; and how to
identify parties in conflicts that involve multinational forces. Similarly,
the opinion paper outlines when a non-international armed conflict
(NIAC) exists and when it comes to an end; the classification of NIACs
involving coalitions; the support-based approach; the incorporation of
an armed group into a state Party; the aggregation of intensity between
multiple organized armed actors (both state and non-state); and the
geographical scope of IHL during NIACs.
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Important areas of convergence between
International Humanitarian Law and Islamic Law

With armed conflicts taking place in so many parts of the Muslim
world, the Islamic law of war is as indispensable as ever for the
protection of civilians and other persons hors de combat. Over the
centuries, classical Muslim jurists have provided impressive legal
literature, which, just as international humanitarian law (IHL),
brings humanity in war. This set of seven posters cover showcase
the important areas of convergence between the Islamic laws of war
and IHL, particularly covering

- Protection of heath-care providers and humanitarian personnel
- Management of the dead

- Protection of children in armed conflict.
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Detention by Non-State Armed Groups: Obligations
under International Humanitarian Law and
Examples of How to Implement them

Detention — by states and non-state armed groups (NSAGs) — is a
reality in armed conflict. In 2021, the ICRC estimated that over 145
armed groups were holding detainees. Detention puts people in a
vulnerable situation: their lives and dignity depend on the detaining
authority. This vulnerability can be aggravated by various factors,
such astheresourcesavailable to the detaining authority, the context
inwhichapersonisheldandthereasonsforthedetention. Experience
shows that detention by NSAGs often presents legal and practical
challenges, ranging from a lack of knowledge of international rules
and standards on detainee protection, in particular those found
in international humanitarian law, to practical challenges such as
how to ensure humane conditions of detention in the dire realities
of armed conflict, or how to provide essential judicial guarantees
for persons facing criminal charges. This study presents research
conducted by the ICRC on the law and practice relating to detention
by NSAGs. It restates the legal framework for the protection
of detainees in non-international armed conflict and presents
examples of how NSAGs have implemented their obligations. It
also presents a limited number of ICRC recommendations on the
protection of detainees.
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National Committees and Similar Entities on
International Humanitarian Law: Guidelines for
Success - Towards Respecting and Implementing
International Humanitarian Law

International humanitarian law (IHL) affords protection to people
and property in armed conflict, but only if its rules are properly
recognized, clearly understood and fully complied with.

The first and vital step in ensuring the effectiveness of the law’s
protection is by States adopting or ratifying the relevant legal
instruments. But other actions must also be carried out domestically,
beginning in peacetime, to enable compliance with the law. National
committees and other similar bodies that are specifically dedicated
to THL can advise and assist governments in fulfilling this complex
task. By November 2018, 111 countries had such bodies.

This document provides an overview of the role and work of these
national THL committees. It outlines how to make the committee work
well, looking at the committee’s membership and detailing features that
have proved necessary for committees to fulfil their role. It concludes
with some templates to help national IHL committees carry out their
work effectively.
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Elements of International Crimes

in light of the Emirati International Crimes Law

This book aims to facilitate the understanding of the national judge of
theelementsoftheprohibited actsrelatingtowar crimes, crimesagainst
humanity, crime of genocide, and crime of aggression, as well as the
special issues raised by each of these crimes. It provides interpretation
and comments on the text of the United Arab Emirates Decree-Law
No. 12 of 2017 and presents a number of case laws and conclusions
reached on controversial issues in international jurisprudence or in the
judiciary with a view to enhancing understanding and highlighting the
various legal arguments.

Although the book is primarily intended to assist UAE judges in the
implementation and application of the UAE law on International Crimes,
it can also be of advantage to all other judicial and legislative systems in
the Arab region that already have legislation on international crimes or
that intend to adopt similar legislation in the future.
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Twelve Issues for 2022
What States Gan do to Improve Respect for International Humanitarian Law

This document provides a snapshot of 12 key issues arising in relation
to the THL applicable in today’s armed conflicts and outlines five
initiatives aimed at building a global culture of respect for the law.
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Decision-Making in Military Security Operations

Operations in which military forces must work within a law
enforcement context have become increasingly prevalent. For
many militaries this represents a significant shift from their
primary role, and conduct of operations under a different legal
framework which is likely to require adaptation of doctrine,
training, planning and decision-making processes. This has led
the ICRC to look in detail at how the relevant legal framework
may be integrated into the planning and decision-making process
to ensure such operations are legally compliant and meet the
obligations placed on commanders. Operations in which military
forces must work within a law enforcement context have become
increasingly prevalent.\r\n For many militaries this represents
a significant shift from their primary role, and conduct of
operations under a different legal framework which is likely to
require adaptation of doctrine, training, planning and decision-
making processes. This hasled the ICRC tolookin detail at how the
relevant legal framework may be integrated into the planning and
decision-making process to ensure such operations are legally
compliant and meet the obligations placed on commanders.
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Bringing IHL Home Through Domestic Law and Policy

Many measures have been adopted across the world, by all States,
for the implementation of Resolution 1 of the 33rd International
Conference of the Red Cross and Red Crescent entitled “Bringing IHL
Home: a Roadmap towards better respect for national implementation
of international humanitarian law”.

The fifth edition of the Universal Meeting of National Committees and
Similar Entities on IHL is an opportunity for States and other actors to
share their experiences on supporting the domestic implementation of
IHL.

This report features the outcomes achieved by many of such entities
in this respect. It addresses, among other things, the role played by
national IHL committees in encouraging ratification of IHL-related
treaties by states, the drafting and adoption of national laws and
policies compliant with IHL obligations and the establishment of
plans of action to enhance the training of domestic actors in charge of
applying and interpreting the law.

Furthermore, representatives from national IHL committees and simi-
lar entities provided good practices related to the following themes: pre-
venting people from going missing and protecting missing persons and
their families, weapons and national legislative frameworks on coun-
ter-terrorism.

These topics were selected in light of current pressing humanitarian
concerns and the active role that such entities can play in addressing
them. It is hoped that the report will further encourage such entities,
States and National Societies to replicate the good practices and
concrete outcomes in their own countries.
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Bringing IHL home: Guidelines on the national
implementation of international humanitarian law

In December 2019, the 33rd International Conference of the Red
Cross and Red Crescent adopted Resolution 1 (331C/19/R1), entitled
Bringing IHL home: A road map for better national implementation
of international humanitarian law. The resolution is based on the
widely shared recognition that better respect for international
humanitarian law (IHL) is needed to protect victims of armed
conflict, and that implementing IHL at the domestic level is an
essential step towards achieving this goal.

This document contains guidance for States and National Societies
on working together to implement the resolution at the domestic
level. It sets out recommended practical measures, in the form of
checklists relating to key paragraphs of the resolution. Users of this
document are encouraged to select the areas that are most relevant
to their context and build upon the recommendations, following the
idea that national implementation of IHL is a continuous process
and that additional steps are always available, regardless of the
current state of implementation.
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Domestic Implementation of International
Humanitarian Law Prohibiting Sexual Violence: A
Checklist for States and the International Red Cross
and Red Crescent Movement

International humanitarian law (IHL) prohibits all forms of sexual
violence in situations of armed conflict, whether international
(IAC) or non-international (NIAC). Serious violations of IHL,
including acts of sexual violence, constitute war crimes. To end
impunity, it is important that states can investigate and prosecute
serious violations of IHL, including acts of sexual violence, under
domestic law. Sexual violence is also prohibited by other bodies of
international law, including international human rights law (IHRL)
and international criminal law (ICL).

This checklist is a resource for legal experts of states and within the
International Red Cross and Red Crescent Movement and supports
the domestic implementation of THL rules prohibiting sexual violence.
It also sets out the provisions of IHRL and ICL of complementary
relevance, as well as a selection of other sources of law and policy
that may, depending on the context, inform domestic frameworks
governing sexual violence. It can be used by legal experts in their
discussions with government authorities and by states when reviewing
their own law and policies. It may also inform a state’s voluntary IHL
implementation report.
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IHL and Islamic Law in Contemporary Armed

This report is the result of a two-day workshop for experts on
international humanitarian law (IHL) and Islamic law that was
held in Geneva, at the headquarters of the International Committee
of the Red Cross (ICRC), on 29 and 30 October 2018. Experts from
23 countries took part in the workshop, where they discussed
five subjects of contemporary concern: the conduct of hostilities;

Even so, accounts of the consequences of urban warfare
for children, as a distinct segment of the civilian population, are —
when composed — often incomplete. This may come as a surprise:
after all, one in six children lives in a conflict zone. Urban warfare
mostly — though not always — takes place in settings with high
birth rates and young populations. Children usually make up a
large proportion of the people displaced (either internally or across
international borders) by armed conflict.

This report aims to address this gap and sets out how international
law protects children in urban warfare, and makes legal, policy and
operational recommendations for the actors in a position to protect
children’s lives. It draws from interviews with key stakeholders, and
from a desk review, to provide an assessment of the consequences
of urban warfare for children. Children must not be regarded simply
as miniature adults. The risks they face in urban warfare settings are
distinct, and must be understood within the context of their social,
physical, psychosocial and cognitive development.

Whenwarbreaksoutincities, thecomplexityandinterconnectedness
of the urban environment poses many problems for civilians.
For persons with disabilities, the impact can be even worse and
aggravate existing barriers and risks. Armed forces, authorities,
first responders, humanitarian actors and other persons living in
the city itself need to be aware of the specific risks that persons with
disabilities face so they can help to reduce them.

This factsheet draws attention to some of the biggest risks and makes
recommendations on how National Red Cross and Red Crescent
Societies could better identify what support persons with disabilities
need and incorporate this support into their own operations. It
also makes recommendations for how National Societies could
promote disability-inclusive interpretations and implementation
of international humanitarian law among parties to armed conflict.

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The ICRC’s call to COP28: Urgent and ambitious
action is needed to mitigate climate change and
strengthen climate action in conflict settings

Countries enduring armed conflict and other violence — the vast
majority of which are among the world’s least developed countries
(LDCs) — are some of the most vulnerable to the climate crisis. Ahead
of COP28, the International Committee of the Red Cross (ICRC) urges
parties to the United Nations Framework Convention on Climate
Change (UNFCCC) and the governing bodies of the Conference of
Parties (COP) to make three commitments to ensure that people
living in conflict settings are not left behind:

First, recommit to urgent and ambitious political action to reduce
emissions and keep warming within a habitable range to avoid
the worst consequences of climate change on people.

Second, acknowledge conflict-affected countries’ high
vulnerability to climate risks due to their limited adaptive
capacity.

Third, live up to international commitments to bolster climate
action in countries that are particularly vulnerable to climate
change by ensuring climate action is strengthened and supported
by fit-for-purpose, accessible finance in countries enduring
conflict and violence.
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Guidelines on the Protection of the Natural
Environment in Armed Conflict

The Guidelines on the Protection of the Natural Environment in
Armed Conflict set out rules and recommendations relating to
the protection of the natural environment under international
humanitarian law (IHL). A concise commentary accompanies each
rule or recommendation to aid understanding and to clarify its
source and applicability. The Guidelines are a reference tool for
States, parties to armed conflicts and other actors who may be called
upon to interpret and apply IHL. They are intended to facilitate the
adoption of concrete measures to reduce the environmental impact
of armed conflict, and can be incorporated into military manuals
and national policy and legal frameworks. Ultimately, better
respect for IHL can limit the impact of armed conflict on the natural
environment and the deeply interlinked consequences for conflict-
affected populations who depend on it.
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Reducing Civilian Harm in Urban Warfare:
A Commander’s Handbook

The handbook identifies the extent of civilian harm resulting from
combat taking place in urban areas. It highlights those aspects of the
Law of Armed Conflict which are particularly relevant in urban areas.

This report is based
on research conducted in southern Irag, northern Mali, and the
interior of the Central African Republic. It draws on the expertise
of the International Committee of the Red Cross (ICRC), and on
the literature on the subject, to explore how people experience
conflict and climate risks in combination, and how they cope and
adapt. It discusses what the ICRC, and the humanitarian sector as
a whole, must do to address these risks and makes an urgent call
for strengthening climate action and finance in conflict-affected
countries.
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A Decade of Loss: Syria’s Youth After Ten Years of Crisis

Ten years of violence have had a devastating impact on Syria. This
report sheds light on young Syrians’ experiences of the conflict and
its impact on their current lives and future aspirations. It is based on
a survey of 1,400 Syrians aged 18 to 25, of whom 800 live in Syria,
400 in Lebanon and 200 in Germany. The age range was chosen to
represent individuals whose adolescence and early adulthood have
been deeply marked by the conflict. The country locations were
selected to ensure a variety of respondents in different situations.

The survey was carried out by market-research company Ipsos
between December 2020 and January 2021. The questions covered
a broad range of topics, spanning displacement and social
disconnection, economic security, access to education, health,
mental health and, crucially, what young Syrians want the rest of
the world to know about their past and their hopes for the future.
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Children and Detention

Detention for adults can be stressful and dangerous. For children, it
can be even worse. This booklet explains the hardships that children
face when they or their relatives are held in detention. It also covers
what we do to help and protect children at such times.
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Children Associated With Armed Forces or Armed
Groups

Revised and updated version! Children associated with armed
forces or groups often see, suffer and perpetrate atrocities.

Children in War

Children often pay a heavy price in times of war. They have to endure
the direct and indirect consequences of hostilities, both of which
can have a lasting impact on their development.

In this publication, we explain the different ways in which armed
conflicts adversely affect the physical and psychological well-being
of children and what the ICRC does to help them forge a path to
recovery. We also explore some of the humanitarian principles and
provisions of international law that relate specifically to children.
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Protracted Conflict and Humanitarian Action: Some
Recent ICRC Experiences

People’s homes, their doorsteps, their streets,
their schools and their hospitals are all part of the battlefield now.
Sieges have become all too common, trapping communities between
fighters. Devastating explosive weapons terrorize people, young and
old. And the violence and losses that people experience day in and
day out — in cities that can no longer meet their basic needs — are
major causes of displacement within these countries and beyond.

The
people they leave behind and their new host communities are also
affected. The failure to tackle the problem and find lasting solutions
is alarming.

This brochure explores the issue, and details how the ICRC works to
help people avoid displacement and to address the specific needs of
those displaced and their host communities.

Internal displacement, affecting tens of millions of people, is one of
the most tragic consequences of armed conflict and other violence.

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Sexual Violence in Detention

We have long been working to prevent and end sexual violence in
armed conflicts and to ensure that the countless victims — men,
women, boys and girls — receive the help they need.

In this document, we examine sexual violence specifically in relation
to people deprived of their liberty. We consider why individuals are
at risk of sexual violence in detention and how to prevent and reduce
that risk. We also set out some potential steps to take when sexual
violence occurs.
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The Forensic Human Ildentification Process: An
Integrated Approach

The effective search for the missing and identification of persons,
alive or dead, are core components in the prevention and in
resolving the issue of Missing Persons. The proper management
and identification of human remains are also essential for the
protection of the dead and the respect towards their families.
Despite the growing literature on this topic, there is still a lack of
publications describing the Identification as a process that includes
different phases inherently composed of investigative, criminalistic
and scientific forensic principles for both living and deceased
unidentified individuals. This reference document aims to present
the Identification process as an overarching concept that includes
the search or preliminary investigation phases of the missing in
any state (dead or alive), in any scenario (with or without bodies),
with an integrated, multidisciplinary, and multiagency approach
for implementation by all actors involved in the investigation
and identification phases of missing persons and unidentified
individuals.
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The Recovery of Human Remains in Weapon-
Contaminated Settings

When operating in weapon-contaminated environments, forensic
teams are often unaware of the explosive hazards that they might
encounter or that may lie nearby. Likewise, mine-clearance and
explosive ordnance disposal (EOD) specialists may be unaware of
the legal requirements to treat human remains with respect and,
as far as possible, to facilitate their recovery and identification.
This guide therefore aims to bring together two very different
disciplines — forensics and humanitarian mine action — in support
of a common goal. When two communities of practice — each with
its own vocabulary, principles and aims — are brought together
in multidisciplinary teams, they cannot be expected to cooperate
seamlessly without additional guidance.

This guide therefore seeks to identify common operational
principles and outcomes to foster a more collaborative approach
between forensic and EOD teams in weapon-contaminated settings.
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Forensic Science and Humanitarian Action

The ICRC provides advice, support and training for local authorities
and forensic practitioners in searching for, recovering, analysing,
identifying, and managing the remains of large numbers of victims
of armed conflict, disasters, migration and other situations.
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Forensic Identification of Human Remains

The identification of missing and unidentified people has legal
and humanitarian significance. The identification process is a
multidisciplinary and multi-stage interconnected process that
compares information about the missing person, including the
circumstances of their disappearance and biological and personal
information, with similar data collected from the found person or
body. This brochure outlines the forensic process of identification
with an emphasis on the scientific methods and lines of evidence
used to return the missing and deceased to their families. It uses
the latest definitions and concepts coherent with the evolutions of
the forensic research and humanitarian action towards the people
missing, separated or deceased following conflict, disasters and
other situations of violence.
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Guidelines for Investigating Deaths in Custody

These Guidelines, the first of their kind, provide guidance to
detaining authorities, investigating authorities, humanitarian
agencies and others on preventing deaths in custody. They reflect
international law, policy and best practice and offer a practical tool
for both practitioners and decision-makers.
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Operational Best Practices Regarding the
Management of Human Remains and Information
on the Dead By Non-Specialists

This publication is a compilation of all recommendations and best
practices relating to the proper handling of the remains of those
who die in direct or indirect relation to an armed conflict or internal
violence, for implementation by non-specialists.
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Management of Dead Bodies after Disasters:
A Field Manual for First Responders

Proper and dignified management of the dead in disasters is one of
the three key pillars of humanitarian response and a fundamental
factor in facilitating identification of the deceased and helping
families discover the fate of their loved ones.

This second and updated edition of this hugely successful manual
provides practical and easy-to-follow guidelines on the recovery,
documentation and storage of the remains of individuals who
have died in disasters, helping first responders ensure that the
dead are treated with respect and that information crucial for
their subsequent identification is recorded. This revised edition
incorporates experience gained in recent catastrophes, such as the
2013 Typhoon Haiyan in the Philippines, the 2014/15 Ebola epidemic
in West Africa and the 2015 earthquake in Nepal. It also contains a
number of annexes, which cover such topics as handling the bodies
of people who died from an infectious disease, burial planning
and using DNA analysis in mass fatality events. This manual is not
only a go-to guide for lay personnel who have to provide the first
response in the aftermath of a catastrophe but also a useful resource
for disaster preparedness in countries with well-developed forensic
services.This publication is the result of a joint effort involving the
International Committee of the Red Cross (ICRC), the World Health
Organization (WHO), the Pan American Health Organization (PAHO)
and the International Federation of Red Cross and Red Crescent
Societies (IFRC).
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Warning: Treated Seeds!

In most of the areas where we operate, which are suffering from a
triple crisis of armed conflict, food insecurity and climate change,
food systems are based on subsistence agriculture. In this context,
food system resilience depends on the resilience of the seed systems
that we’re able to restore through humanitarian seed distribution.
Seed treatment with chemical pesticides should be avoided if
possible. If a chemical pesticide is used for seed treatment, only
pesticides at the same time permitted both in the European Union
and in the country of distribution are recommended. Treated seed
should be handled with the correct use of PPE (especially gloves)
and information on the proper handling and disposal of left-over
seed and packaging provided. This leaflet is to be distributed to
farmers receiving seeds treated with harmful chemicals to ensure
they handle treated seeds correctly thus minimizing environmental
and health risks.
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EcoSec Response

This is the third in a series of three handbooks covering project
cycle management from the perspective of economic security. The
first two handbooks are Assessing Economic Security and EcoSec
Planning, Monitoring and Evaluation. These three publications
complement the three basic EcoSec training modules of the same
names.

The third handbook covers a number of key steps of project
implementation, such as communicating with crisis-affected
communities, strengthening beneficiary participation, registering
beneficiaries, ordering and distributing goods, tracking distributions
and providing services to institutions. It also discusses the five
EcoSec commodity types: cash and vouchers, food, productive
commodities, essential household items, and services.

As this handbook focuses primarily on EcoSec projects, its main
target audience is EcoSec field staff who are involved in project
implementation.

This is the second in a series of three handbooks covering project
cycle management from the perspective of economic security. It
supplements the first handbook, Assessing Economic Security,

The three handbooks accompany the
three basic EcoSec training modules of the same names.

More specifically, the second handbook covers the main steps of
project design (writing objectives, formulating the intervention
logic, performing a risk analysis and drawing up a monitoring
framework with performance and outcome indicators) as well as
monitoring and evaluation. While most examples in the handbook
are drawn from the domain of economic security, the methodology
and tools presented are fully in line with the ICRC’s organization-
wide results-based management approach. The handbook may
therefore also be useful for non-EcoSec staff who design and
manage projects.

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Cash Transfer Programming in Armed Conflict: The

Money is the main means of survival for most people around the
world.

The ICRC’s experience shows that cash is an essential tool in
humanitarian action in armed conflict. Hence, this report suggests
two important principles of Cash Transfer Programming (CTP) in
armed conflict: first, although cash is often best, it is not always
best. Second, just “doing cash” is not necessarily a success in itself.

CTP is a tool of humanitarian action, not a humanitarian outcome
in itself. CTP must be implemented strategically, in pursuit of clear
humanitarian goals, if it is to be the best way to meet people’s needs
in a particular context.For this to be the case, a context must be not
only “cash ready” but also “cash wise”.

Restoring family links, searching for missing persons and handling
the dead with dignity are some of the main activities that the
International Committee of the Red Cross (ICRC) and National
Red Cross and Red Crescent Societies carry out around the world.
It involves tracing people, carrying messages between family
members, reuniting families, seeking to find out what has happened
to those who are still missing, and ensuring that the dead are treated
respectfully, their remains are identified and their families are duly
informed.

It happens in the turmoil of armed conflicts, other violence, natural
disasters or migration, in which families can be separated in the
blink of an eye, leaving people in anguished uncertainty about what
has happened to their children, spouses or parents.

Families may search for their loved ones or wait for them to call for
years, even decades, hoping against hope that they are still alive.
In addition to the psychological suffering this brings and the lack
of closure, families often face socio-economic hardship, especially
when the person who went missing was the breadwinner. Equally
important, if their loved ones have died, their remains need to be
handled respectfully and returned to their families for a proper
funeral, in accordance with their own cultural traditions and
religious rites.

Itis in this con-text that consideration
should be given to setting up a dedicated national mechanism on
the missing, with the aim of clarifying the fate and whereabouts of
missing persons and providing support to their families. Drawing
on experiences in a diverse range of contexts around the world, this
document provides guidance on subjects such as the underlying
legal framework and mandates of mechanisms, the role and needs
of families of missing persons, the importance of political will, and
the management and protection of relevant data.
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Guiding Principles for Dignified Management of the
Dead in Humanitarian Emergencies and to Prevent
them Becoming Missing Persons

When large numbers of people die because of humanitarian
emergencies, their remains are often managed with little
consideration for their dignity. When this occurs, the capacity
to identify the deceased and to prevent them from becoming
missing persons is reduced. The Guiding Principles for Dignified
Management of the Dead in Humanitarian Emergencies and to
Prevent Them Becoming Missing Persons aim to remind decision-
makers, managers and practitioners responding to humanitarian
emergencies of the importance of dignified management of the dead,
including respect for their families, and complying with applicable
law. The Guiding Principles also complement and underpin existing
technical guidelines and manuals on the management of the
dead. Implementing them effectively will help decision-makers,
managers and practitioners achieve the reliable identification of
large numbers of fatalities in humanitarian emergencies, including
to prevent them from becoming missing persons.
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Guiding Principles on Interaction with Families of
Missing Migrants

This document presents a set of principles to guide interaction
between families and a broad range of stakeholders, including states
and their various organs, international and non-governmental
organizations, and civil society actors, such as associations of
families of the missing. They assume that families ought to be
central actors in efforts to address their needs. While the primary
responsibility for responding to those needs lies with states,
others can support their efforts. This includes all elements of how
stakeholders engage with families and how families can most
effectively participate in the process of gathering, analysing and
sharing information to determine the fate and whereabouts of
missing migrants, and in addressing their other needs. At the core
of the principles is the understanding that families have a need to
know the fate and whereabouts of the missing and have relevant
rights under applicable branches of international law.
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Guidelines on Coordination and Information-
Exchange Mechanisms for the Search for Missing
Migrants

These guidelines on coordination and information-exchange
mechanisms for the search for missing migrants offer recommendations
and examples from a wide range of existing practices on how to design
efforts to clarify the fate and whereabouts of migrants who have gone
missing along migratory routes. They propose a multi-stakeholder
model, with states at its centre, in which cooperation is sought with a
broad range of actors, such as regional and international organizations,
non-governmental and civil society actors, and families of missing
migrants. Emphasising the critical role of data protection and consent,
the document covers both the collection and centralisation of
information at national level, and the key elements of transnational
search mechanisms.
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Supporting and Strengthening Work with Relatives
of Missing Persons
Sarajevo Report

This report lays out the extensive discussions and conclusions of a
workshop co-organized in Sarajevo, Bosnia and Herzegovina in 2019
by the ICRC and the Grupo de Accién Comunitaria (GAC). It contains
recommendations about ways to better support families of missing
persons and strengthen their role in the search for their loved ones.
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Core Dataset for the Search for Missing Migrants

One of the most significant obstacles encountered in the search
for missing migrants is the lack of compatibility of data gathered
by different actors. This dataset has been formulated as a means
to harmonize data collection efforts by establishing a number of
shared data fields that can be completed to aid the search for a
missing migrant, whether living or dead. It is a basis upon which
different organizations/authorities may adapt their data collection
according to their context, needs, resources and mandate. As
such, the dataset can serve either as a point of reference for actors
already engaged in data collection, to ensure that their efforts are
compatible with those of others, or as core content for a new data
collection form.
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Missing People, DNA Analysis and ldentification of
Human Remains: A Guide to Best Practice in Armed
Conflicts and Other Situations of Armed Violence

The manual offers practical guidance to practitioners involved in the
identification of the missing and who are using or planning to use
forensic DNA analysis for this purpose.

DNA (Deoxyribonucleic acid) analysis is a useful tool for the forensic
identification of the missing in armed conflicts, other situations of
armed violence and disasters, and has to be used in accordance to
the standards of best practice outlined in the manual.
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Missing Persons Cyprus Report

This report lays out the extensive discussions and conclusions of a
workshop co-organised in Cyprus in October 2019 by the ICRC and
the Commission on Missing

Persons in Cyprus. It contains recommendations for key elements
to consider when setting up mechanisms aimed at addressing
Missing Persons situations, including elements related to political
will, the policy and legal framework, the mandate, structure and
composition of mechanisms, and the engagement with families and
communities searching for their loved ones.
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Missing Migrants and their Families - The ICRC’s
Recommendations to Policy-Makers

This policy paper outlines key recommendations for policy-makers
on ways to prevent migrants from going missing and, when they do,
how to respond to the problem.

It highlights the need to standardize how information about missing
migrants and dead bodies is collected and processed in line with
international rules and standards, and establish clear humanitarian
pathways for collaboration at national and transnational levels,
including with families.

The paper also highlights the challenges facing families of missing
migrants and outlines ways to support them, including throughout
the search process.
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Accompanying the Families of Missing Persons:
A Practical Handbook

The ICRC has played an active role since 1991 in supporting the
families of missing persons and advocating respect for their right
to know the fate of their relatives. During the conflicts in Croatia,
Bosnia-Herzegovina and Kosovo, families filed over 34,000 tracing
requests with the ICRC, hoping to learn what had become of their
loved ones and to recover their remains.

In 2000, in an effort to help the families of the missing deal
with their anguish and the resulting psychological and social
consequences, the ICRC launched a support programme in Bosnia-
Herzegovina involving extensive consultation and cooperation with
psychologists, family associations and individual families. Projects
providing holistic and wide-ranging assistance to the families of the
missing soon developed in Serbia and Kosovo.

Since 2008, the ICRC has developed similar projects in Georgia,
Armenia, Azerbaijan, Nepal, East Timor and elsewhere. The Handbook
brings together the experience and knowledge gained through these
processes.
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The Missing

The Missing brochure outlines the various situations, which can lead
topeople becoming unaccounted for.

In November 2022, the Political Declaration on Strengthening
the Protection of Civilians from the Humanitarian Consequences
Arising from the Use of Explosive Weapons in Populated Areas was
adopted. This milestone declaration recognizes the grave indirect
(reverberating) effects resulting from the use of explosive weapons
in populated areas. It commits endorsing states, inter alia, to take
meaningful measures and adopt policies and good practices that
will alleviate human suffering caused by indirect effects on essential
services during armed conflicts and in their aftermath.

The present report is the outcome of an expert meeting held online
on 3, 5 and 9 October 2023 on advancing implementation of the
Political Declaration’s commitments relevant to preventing and
mitigating the indirect effects on essential services from the use of
explosive weapons in populated areas.
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Explosive Weapons with Wide Area Effect: A Deadly
Choice in Populated Areas

The use of explosive weapons with a wide impact area in populated
areas is one of the main causes of civilian harm in today’s armed
conflicts. This report provides a broad evidence-based assessment
of the devastating consequences of the use of these weapons;
a technical overview of weapons of concern; an analysis of the
implications of the use of these weapons under international
humanitarian law; and a synopsis of relevant policies and practices
adopted by parties to armed conflicts. It concludes with detailed
‘good practice’ recommendations for political authorities and armed
forces on measures to be taken in terms of doctrine and policies, as
well as training, planning and conduct, to reduce the risk of civilian
harm from the use of heavy explosive weapons in populated areas.
The report aims to induce a change in policies and practices by
parties to armed conflicts, towards better protection for the civilian
population.
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Explosive weapons with wide area effect: a deadly

choice in populated areas

The use of explosive weapons with a wide impact area in populated
areas is one of the main causes of civilian harm in today’s armed
conflicts. This extract of a longer report unpacks the avoidance
policy that the ICRC is calling on states and non-state armed groups
to adopt with regard to the use of such weapons, summarizes why
such an avoidance policy is necessary and explains what it entails in
practice.

These measures
will to a large extent reduce the risk of civilian harm from the use of
heavy explosive weapons in populated areas and facilitate respect
for international hu-manitarian law.
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Blast Trauma Care: Course Manual

The effects of an exploding landmine or explosive remnant of war
create patterns of injuries distinct from what is taught in general
medical training. The wounds, often numerous, are of such a nature
that specialized knowledge, techniques and equipment must be
used to give blast victims the best chance of survival.

Too often, personnel in these circumstances have not been provided
the necessary training and support to be able to deal with injuries
caused by devices like landmines, and lives are being lost that
otherwise could have been saved. The ICRC’s Weapon Contamination
Unit therefore saw the need for a customized training manual that
could be offered to organizations involved in humanitarian survey
and clearance operations.

This manual, which is intended for use alongside the ICRC’s course
on blast trauma care, is divided into 12 chapters. Each addresses
specific challenges and suggested responses. As the target audience
includes those without university degrees in a related subject,
the language, examples and illustrations used are intended to be
accessible to the broadest possible audience.

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The Convention on Cluster Munitions contains various measures
and mechanisms for promoting its implementation and ensuring
compliance with its provisions. Some of these may necessitate the
adoption of States Parties of domestic legislation and administrative
regulations. This may involve the adoption of criminal legislation,
including the imposition of penal sanctions, to ensure respect for the
Convention’s provisions within their territory and by persons under
their jurisdiction or control. It may also require issuing administrative
instructions to the armed forces and introducing changes in military
doctrine, policies and training. This checklist provides guidance for
States on the legal/regulatory/administrative framework necessary
to ensure implementation of the Convention, as well as good practices
and is complementary to the ICRC Model Law.
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CHECKLIST: Domestic Measures to Implement the
Antipersonnel Mine Ban Convention

The Convention on the Prohibition of the Use, Stockpiling, Production
and Transfer of Anti-Personnel Mines and on their Destruction, known
informally as the Anti-Personnel Mine Ban Convention, contains
various measures and mechanisms for promoting its implementation
and ensuring compliance with its provisions. Some of these may
necessitate the adoption of States Parties of domestic legislation and
administrative regulations. This may involve the adoption of criminal
legislation, including the imposition of penal sanctions, to ensure
respect for the Convention’s provisions within their territory and by
persons under their jurisdiction or control. It may also require issuing
administrative instructions to the armed forces and introducing
changes in military doctrine, policies and training. This checklist
provides guidance for States on the legal/regulatory/administrative
framework necessary to ensure implementation of the Convention, as
well as good practices and is complementary to the ICRC Model Law.

ICRC Position on Autonomous Weapon Systems

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The Use of Weapons and Equipment in Law
Enforcement Operations

States often face situations in which their officials may have to use
force to maintain or restore public security, law and order. In all
such situations, law enforcement officials must ensure that their
choice and use of weapons, or other equipment, are compatible with
international legal standards on the use of force. Given the serious
consequencesforlifeandhealthof theexcessiveuseofforce,including
in situations of civil unrest, this Q&A explains the strict constraints
on the use of weapons and equipment in law enforcement operations.
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Treaty on the Prohibition of Nuclear Weapons

The Treaty on the Prohibition of Nuclear Weapons (TPNW) is the
first globally applicable multilateral agreement to comprehensively
prohibit nuclear weapons on the basis of international humanitarian
law. It prohibits their use, threat of use, development, production,
testing and stockpiling. It also commits States to clearing
contaminated areas and helping victims.

By providing pathways for the elimination of nuclear weapons, the
TPNW is an indispensable building block towards a world free of
nuclear weapons.

This publication contains the text of the TPNW adopted on 7 July
2017 at the United Nations in New York. It is intended to promote
understanding of the TPNW'’s rules and to facilitate its ratification
and implementation by governments.
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Weapon Gontamination

The brochure summarizes the problem of weapon contamination,
presents the ICRC’s Weapon Contamination Unit, and describes
how the ICRC acts to protect civilians from the effects of weapon
contamination. Topics include clearance, risk education and risk
reduction.
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Increasing Resilience to Weapon Contamination
through Behaviour Change

These guidelines have been produced to help the International Red
Crossand Red Crescent Movementbetter manage therisksassociated
with weapon contamination resulting from conventional weapons
and/or chemical, biological, radiological and nuclear hazards. The
document covers developing and conducting risk awareness and
safer behaviour interventions to reduce the likelihood of casualties
among staff, volunteers and the civilian population.

It also outlines key considerations in assessing, designing, imple-
menting and monitoring activities to raise awareness of weap-
on-contamination hazards and to promote change in the behaviour
of Movement staff and affected communities. The guidelines are in-
tended to assist the components of the Movement in fulfilling their
obligations under the Movement Strategy on Landmines, Cluster
Munitions and other Explosive Remnants of War.
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Explosive Weapons in Populated Areas - Expert
Meeting

Cities have never been immune from warfare. But over the last
century, armed conflicts have increasingly been fought in populated
areas. This has exposed civilians to greater risk of death, injury, and
displacement. And the trend is likely to continue as urbanization
intensifies. To make matters worse, belligerents often avoid facing
their enemies in the open, instead intermingling with the civilian
population. That is particularly true of non-State armed groups.

In 2011, the ICRC stated that explosive weapons with wide-area
effects should not be used in densely populated areas due to the
significant likelihood of indiscriminate effects. In February 2015,
the ICRC convened a meeting of experts on the topic of explosive
weapons in populated areas. The meeting brought together
government experts from 17 States, plus 11 individual experts,
including weapons experts and representatives of United Nations
agencies and non-governmental organizations.

This document is a report of the meeting, compiled by the ICRC
under our sole responsibility.
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Understanding the Arms Trade Treaty from a
Humanitarian Perspective

The Arms Trade Treaty (ATT) entered into force in December 2014.
Through this treaty, States set common international standards for
the transfer of conventional arms and ammunition, with the express
purpose of reducing human suffering.

This publication provides an overview of the ATT’s background, its
objectand purpose and its main requirements. It presents and explains
the ATT’s major elements, and offers the ICRC’s recommendations
regarding the implementation of those provisions of the treaty that
are most relevant to achieving its humanitarian purpose.
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Tackling Weapon Contamination

Even after a conflict ends, landmines and other explosive remnants
of war continue to kill and maim, block access to essential services
and hinder reconciliation processes. This deadly problem has a
name: weapon contamination.

This booklet provides an overview of the ICRC’s multi-disciplinary
approach to protecting civilians from the effects of weapon
contamination and assisting communities and authorities. It
describes our role, expertise and activities, in terms of assessing
the risks, mitigating the dangers, promoting safe behaviour and
fostering respect for the law.
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Protecting Civilians and Humanitarian Action
Through an Effective Arms Trade Treaty

As long as weapons are too easily available, serious violations of
IHL will be made more likely and the provision of humanitarian
assistance endangered. States, National Red Cross and Red Crescent
Societies and civil society all have a role to play in promoting public
awareness of the human cost of poorly regulated arms transfers. All
States are encouraged to adopt a strong and comprehensive Arms
Trade Treaty so that transfers of conventional arms and ammunition
are not authorized if there is a clear risk that the arms will be used to
commit serious violations of THL.
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Explosive Remnants of War

This brochure highlights the risks posed by unexploded and
abandoned ordnance in war-affected countries, and summarizes
the Protocol on Explosive Remnants of War, a treaty adopted by
States in 2003 to minimize the impact of these weapons.
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The Anti-Personnel Mine Ban Convention: Twenty
Years of Saving Lives and Limbs and Reducing
Civilian Suffering

Twenty years after its adoption, the 1997 Anti-Personnel Mine Ban
Convention has an impressive record of success. The Convention is
saving lives and limbs and furthering the aspiration of a world free
of anti-personnel mines. Efforts continue to destroy stockpiled
mines, clear mined lands, assist mine victims and mobilize
resources through cooperative partnerships between governments,
international organizations and civil society.

This factsheet outlines the Convention’s achievements and the
remaining challenges as the States Parties strive to fulfil their
ambition to accomplish the key goals of the Convention by 2025.
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The Mine Ban Convention: Progress and Challenges
in the Second Decade

This publication provides an overview of the achievements
and challenges of the Mine Ban Convention (which entered into
force on 1 March 1999) in its second decade of operation. Challenges
in the fields of stockpile destruction, mine clearance and victim
assistance are considered in light of the commitments made by
States Parties in the Cartagena Action Plan (2009). Universalization
of the Convention and resource mobilization are also highlighted as
additional steps required to ensure an end to the scourge of anti-
personnel landmines.
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The Convention on Cluster Munitions: A Treaty to
End Decades of Civilian Suffering

Cluster munitions have been a persistent problem for decades.
These weapons have killed or injured tens of thousands of civilians
in war-affected countries.

In May 2008, more than 100 States adopted the Convention on Cluster
Munitions, which prohibits the use, development, production,
stockpiling and transfer of such munitions. It also requires States
Parties to destroy their stockpiles, clear remnants, and assist victims.

This brochure provides an overview of the cluster munitions
problem, the main provisions of the Convention and the steps
required to meet its commitments.
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Convention on the Prohibition of the Use,
Stockpiling, Production and Transfer of Anti-
Personnel Mines and on Their Destruction

This booklet contains the text of the Convention on the Prohibition
of the Use, Stockpiling, Production and Transfer of Anti-Personnel
Mines and on Their Destruction adopted on 18 September 1997 by
a Diplomatic Conference in Oslo, Norway. It is intended to promote
understanding of the Convention’s rules and to facilitate its
ratification and implementation by governments.
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Convention on Prohibitions or Restrictions on the
Use of Certain Conventional Weapons Which May
Be Deemed to Be Excessively Injurious or to Have
Indiscriminate Effects

The Convention on Certain Conventional Weapons is one of the
principal instruments of international humanitarian law. It seeks to
minimize suffering in armed conflict by prohibiting or regulating
the use of certain weapons which may cause unnecessary suffering
or have indiscriminate effects. This publication contains the text
of the Convention and its five Protocols It is intended to promote
understanding of the Convention’s rules and to facilitate its
ratification and implementation by governments.
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Arms Transfer Decisions: Applying International
Humanitarian Law and International Human
Rights Law Criteria - a Practical Guide

States have committed to making their arms transfer decisions
subject to respect for international humanitarian law (IHL) and
international human rights law. Steps must now be taken to ensure
that these criteria are applied in practice.

The ICRC’s Arms Transfer Decisions: Applying International Human-
itarian Law and International Human Rights Law Criteria - a Practical
Guide aims to assist States and concerned organizations in this en-
deavour. It provides guidance on and indicators for assessing the risk
of arms transfers being used to violate THL or human rights law.

This second edition of the Guide, which was first published in 2007,
takes into account the adoption of the Arms Trade Treaty in 2013
and other developments, and expands the publication’s scope to
cover respect for human rights law, in addition to respect for IHL.
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Joining Forces to Combat Protracted Crises

Humanitarian and Development Support for Water and Sanitation Providers
in the Middle East and North Africa

The search for ways to improve our collective response has led
the World Bank, UNICEF and the ICRC to publish a report. It is
based on case studies from the field, as well as inputs from the
Arab Countries Water Utilities Association (ACWUA) and multiple
water and sanitation service providers. This report highlights five
pernicious problems that are typically experienced by water supply
and sanitation (WSS) service providers operating in protracted
crises: (1) inadequately governed water resource management;
(2) aggressive competition from alternative providers (e.g., tanker
trucks) undermining network services run by WSS service providers;
(3) the paralysis of high-tech wastewater treatment plants; (4)
escalating energy costs of off-grid generation; and (5) the cashflow
crunch that occurs as service provider costs jump and revenues fall.
The findings and recommendations hold relevance well beyond the
WASH sector and the MENA region, providing general guidance
for operationalizing the humanitarian-development nexus, and
helping to limit the negative repercussions that would undoubtedly
occur with further inaction and complacency.
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Water and Habitat: Prisons
Review of the stoves used in places of detention

The ICRC has been working for more than 30 years to improve the
stoves used by both resident and displaced civilian groups, as well
as the stoves used in hospitals, places of detention, community
centres, schools, etc., with a view to safeguarding the health of
people working in kitchens. The ICRC works to improve stoves
by: optimizing their efficiency, making cooking conditions more
hygienic and finding more sustainable solutions by reducing the
impact on the environment. Various models of stoves have been
designed and tested in the field by our engineers or by research
institutions, with varying degrees of success. This edition offers
an overview of the specific issue of the stoves used in places of
detention. The aim is to provide information about our experiences
in prisons throughout the world and to contribute to the creation of
national standards in collaboration with prison authorities.
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Water and Habitat: Ensuring Decent Living
Conditions

This leaflet provides an overview of the work of the Water and
Habitat Unit at the ICRC in acute, chronic and post-crisis situations
and introduces the reader to the ICRC’s water, sanitation and habitat
activities.
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Water and War

This publication looks at key water and sanitation issues in conflict-
affected countries where the ICRC works. It analyses challenges
from the point of view of operational practice, which has developed
and become more professional as the years have gone by.
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Water, Sanitation, Hygiene and Habitat in Prisons:
Supplementary Guidance

A practical handbook covering the architecture, engineering,
design and operation of prisons. It is intended for all ICRC
delegates working in places of detention, whether they have
extensive practical experience or are new to the field.
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Water, Sanitation, Hygiene and Habitat in Prisons

The handbook provides a summary of the technical expertise gained
by ICRC engineers when dealing with environmental engineering
problems commonly found in places of detention. Detailed drawings
are used to outline solutions on a range of related issues such as
water supply, sewage and waste disposal, food preparation, vector
control, general hygiene and health. This handbook is intended
for all those who work in prisons and who can contribute to the
improvement of the conditions of detention for persons deprived of
their freedom.
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Reducing Harm in Military Security Operations

The handbook is intended for commanders of military units
(battalions and companies) whose troops are involved in or about
to embark on law enforcement operations where domestic law and
international human rights law apply. It explains in some detail how
such laws may affect the conduct of operations and highlights ways
in which the harm which might result from such operations can be
reduced.

The document references key ‘soft law’ documents such as Basic
Provisions on the Use of Force and Firearms (BPUFF) and the Code
of Conduct for Law Enforcement Officials (CCLEO) and include
sufficient information to stand alone.

This handbook is a ‘must’ for military commanders operating in a
law enforcement situation.

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Towards Humane Prisons

The design of any building profoundly affects how we feel and
act within it. This is especially true of places of detention: people
deprived of their liberty, sometimes for lengthy periods, have
no control over their daily lives. Moreover, prison staff fulfil a
vital public service and deserve to work in a safe and healthy
environment. This publication provides guiding principles on
prison planning and design. These principles are derived from the
International Committee of the Red Cross’s extensive experience of
visiting detention places around the world and aim to address the
shortcomings it has sometimes observed when countries build new
prisons. It is hoped that the guiding principles will help to inform
structured and inclusive decision-making to ensure decent living
and working conditions in the prisons that are ultimately built.
The book is intended for national detention authorities and others
with an interest in this domain, including international donors and
advisers.
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Better Prisons: A Short Introduction to More Humane
Prison Planning and Design

In 2018, the ICRC published “Towards Humane Prisons: a princi-
pled and participatory approach to prison planning and design” to
describe the key humanitarian elements to consider when building
new prisons. Taking as a foundation the United Nations Standard
Minimum Rules for the Treatment of Prisoners (the Nelson Mande-
la Rules) the publication’s aim is to support countries to avoid the
shortcomings that the ICRC too often observes where resources are
wasted and opportunities for improvement are lost. Its purpose is
to help ensure that prison design, in its many contexts, empowers
and enables prison staff to provide humane and dignified treatment
and living conditions for detainees. This In-Brief covers the same
themes and topics with the intention of opening discussion on these
important subjects and serves as an introduction to the larger text.

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Influencing Behaviour to Prevent Human Suffering

This is an updated policy paper on the ICRC’s prevention approach.
It provides a snapshot of our current practice and reflections,
which will help internal and external staff members, experts, and
governmental and non-governmental agencies to better understand
and position this complex area of humanitarian work.

The policy paper provides an insight into what “prevention”
means for the ICRC, the logic and structure of our work, and our
approach to building a conducive environment to influence the
behaviours that cause human suffering. Three types of prevention
work are identified in the paper — structural prevention, front-line
prevention and bilateral or multilateral prevention.

The paper concludes by briefly discussing the prevention challenges
we face and the difficulties in creating a functioning monitoring
and evaluation system so we better understand the impact of our
work. The conclusion also stresses the need for the ICRC to listen
and partner with others, and to link international humanitarian
law (IHL) with other humanitarian values and norms in order to
ensure that a humanitarian space exists for the ICRC’s operational
activities, and that people’s lives and dignity are respected during
armed conflict and other violence.
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Safer Access in my Daily Work

The Safer Access brochure is intended for National Society staff and
volunteers. It contains practical information, set out in a concise
and visual form, on what contribution every individual can make to
strengthening their own and their National Society’s security and
access to people and communities in need.

The material may be used for training purposes and included in
response Kkits as a constant reminder of the critical role each of us
plays in gaining and maintaining safe access.

Ensuring Respect for the Life and Dignity of
Persons Deprived of their Liberty

This leaflet briefly describes the most important aspects of the work
done by the ICRC to assist and protect persons deprived of their
freedom during situations of violence, including armed conflict, and
in other circumstances. It draws particular attention to the plight
of these persons, who are often forced to endure ill-treatment
and living conditions that are far from acceptable. It also outlines
the ICRC’s approach to preserving their lives and dignity and the
programmes it develops to this end.
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Professional Standards for Protection Work Carried

The standards were adopted
following an ICRC-led consultation process.

This third edition takes into account the changes that have
occurred in the environment in which protection actors operate
and now reflects the distinctive characteristics of human rights and
humanitarian actors engaged in protection work.
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Professional Standards for Protection Work
(2018 a bridged edition)

This abridged version of Professional Standards for Protection
Work (third edition), published alongside the full version, is aimed
at humanitarian and human rights actors engaged in protection
work, and is intended to act as an easy reference to the minimum
standards to be met and the recommended guidelines to be followed
in such work.

The 45 standards and 15 guidelines are reproduced in full, together
with a short explanation in each case of the main challenges they
are designed to address. Further information — for example, on the
limitations and constraints of the standards and guidelines, and the
dilemmas they may pose to protection actors — as well as practical
examples of the some of the situations referred to, can be found in
the full document and the eLearning accompanying the publication.

In order to make the Standards more accessible and user-friendly,
the latest revision was also accompanied by a mini-site and mobile
application (available for iPhone and Android devices). Both of
these tools integrate the publication and the eLearning modules
for easy access.

De-Escalating Violence in Health-Care Settings
Participants Manual

Tense situations arise frequently in health-care settings, and they
escalate to violence far too frequently. The purpose of this course is
to teach participants how to notice tense situations from the outset
and to defuse them before they get worse. The course not only
reminds the participant about important behaviours for listening
and communicating well, but also teaches new techniques for de-
escalating tension in the workplace.

The manual is part of a broader set of material for training in
de-escalation, comprising a trainers’ manual and a dedicated
presentation.
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De-Escalating Violence in Health-Care Settings
Trainer Manual

Tense situations arise frequently in health-care settings, and they
escalate to violence far too frequently.

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Security Survey for Health Facilities

Strengthening the security and preparedness of health-care
facilities to withstand violence and attacks is key to ensuring
people continue to have access to health care in conflict, or other
emergency situations. Staff responsible for managing health
facilities will need to carry out an assessment of existing risks
and needs in order to identify and prioritize the most relevant
measures to implement, especially in cases where resources are
scarce and the situation is volatile. This manual explains how to
use the Security Survey for Health Facilities, a tool designed by the
ICRC Water and Habitat Unit to assess the risk exposure, security
and preparedness level of any health facility operating in the
context of an armed conflict. The tool includes a dashboard, which
analyses the results of the survey, translates them into concrete
measures and presents them in a clear format. The security survey
is an open resource for anyone involved in the security of health-
care facilities and has been successfully tested in the field.
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Protecting healthcare: Guidance for the Armed
Forces

This document provides practical guidance on the measures armed
forces can take to protect health-care workers and to limit the impact
of armed conflict on access to, and delivery of, health-care services.
It touches on matters relating to training, planning, operational
readiness and the conduct of both domestic and extraterritorial
military operations.

(fats, carbohydrates, proteins, vitamins and minerals). The response
is initiated and orchestrated by a multitude of neuroendocrine and
cytokine mediators as well as the release of stress hormones.

This document discusses a number of contemporary issues and
challengespertinent tothemanagement of the dead in contemporary
armed conflicts and other situations of violence and natural
disasters under Islamic law. Among the issues and challenges faced
by forensic specialists in Muslim contexts at present are collective
burial, quick burial of dead bodies, exhumation of human remains,
autopsy, burial at sea, and handling of the bodies by the opposite
sex. The document concludes that Islamic law developed rules which
aim at the protection of the dignity and respect of dead bodies. The
main objectives of this document are twofold: firstly, to give an
overview of the Islamic law position on these specific questions and
challenges, in order to, secondly, provide some insight into how
forensic specialists can deal with them.
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Reducing the Impact of the COVID-19 Pandemic on
Internally Displaced People

The International Red Cross and Red Crescent Movement (the
Movement) has been actively working to meet the public health and
humanitarian needs of the many communities around the world
affected by the COVID-19 pandemic. While the pandemic is a global
challenge, certain groups are particularly vulnerable to both the
disease and its secondary impact. The Movement is committed to
ensuring that they are not left out of public prevention and response
activities. Internally displaced people are among those likely to be
particularly affected by the pandemic, owing to their circumstances.

Produced jointly by the International Committee of the Red Cross
(ICRC) and the International Federation of the Red Cross and Red
Crescent Societies (IFRC), these recommendations, addressed to
authorities and other relevant stakeholders, will guide policy and
advocacy efforts of the components of the Movement.
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Recommendations on Including Camps and Camp-
Like Settings in the Response to The COVID-19
Pandemic

Internally displaced people and migrants, including refugees, living
in camps, formal and informal settlements and other collective sites
(hereafter camp and camp-like settings), may be disproportionately
affected by both the pandemic itself and the response measures
adopted by States. During a pandemic, the complex task of managing
camps and camp-like settings becomes an even greater challenge; it
is therefore of the utmost importance to ensure inclusive responses
that benefit both people living in such settings and the entire host
community. These recommendations are designed to help national
and local authorities, humanitarian organizations and other
responders to develop effective COVID-19 responses that take into
account and address the specific needs and vulnerabilities of people
in camps and camp-like settings. The recommendations focus on
the protection ramifications of the COVID-19 crisis for people living
in such settings and the policy-related aspects of the response.
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Preparedness, Prevention and Control of COVID-19
in Prisons and Other Places of Detention

Prisons and other places of detention are enclosed environments
where people (including staff) live in close proximity. Every
countryhasaresponsibility toincrease theirlevel of preparedness,
alert and response to identify, manage and care for new cases of
COVID-19. Countries should prepare to respond to different public
health scenarios, recognizing that there is no one-size-fits-all
approach to managing cases and outbreaks of COVID-19. Four
transmission scenarios that could be experienced by countries
at the subnational level have been defined for COVID-19, and
countries should therefore adjust and tailor their approach to the
local context.
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Cemetery Planning, Preparation and Management
During Covid-19: A Quick Guide to Proper
Documentation and Disposition of the Dead

During the COVID-19 pandemic, caring for the dead and their
families is at the heart of the ICRC’s response. The management of
the dead process includes proper documentation and appropriate
disposition, including temporary burials. If there is a sudden and
significant increase in the number of deaths, local capacities can
quickly become overwhelmed. This guidance, prepared for the
COVID-19 pandemic, can be applied to any incident involving mass
fatalities when the local capacity to provide safe, appropriate and
dignified burials is overwhelmed. This document explains how to
plan, prepare and manage a cemetery, it also provides specifications
on size, spacing, excavation depths, and information about other
important considerations. It provides recommendations on how
to correctly map graves while ensuring the traceability and correct
management of bodies in a cemetery. Procedures for receiving
bodies, as well as measures to ensure the health and safety of
relatives and cemetery staff are also covered in this guidance.
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COVID-19: General Guidance for the Management of
the Dead

This document provides guidance on the management, or handling,
of the remains of people believed or confirmed to have died from
coronavirus disease (COVID-19). It is meant to give a practical
overview of key recommendations for managing infectious human
remains to practitioners, managers and planners, including
decision-makers involved in the overall response to the COVID-19
pandemic. It complements existing guidance on managing the dead
in situations requiring the advice and support of the International
Committee of the Red Cross (ICRC).

The document is intended for those directly or indirectly involved in
the management of the dead during the pandemic. Part 1 provides
general guidance and support for the management of the dead. Part
2 provides general guidance and support to the authorities in their
response to an increase in deaths during the pandemic.
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COVID-19 and Violence Against Health-Care - Safer
COVID-19 Response: Checklist for Health-Care
Services

The Safer COVID-19 Response checklist has been produced for
managers of health-care services, individual practitioners and
health policymakers worried about the impact of violence against
health-care workers, facilities and patients during the COVID-19
response. It provides a practical, actionable summary of important
measures for preventing, reducing and mitigating the effects of
violence against health-care workers and patients during the
COVID-19 response. It also contains a series of online references to
help understand and implement these measures. This checklist aims
to encourage local risk assessment, informed response measures
and accountability and transparency towards those receiving care
as a means of preventing violence against health-care workers and
services. We aim to protect health-care workers’ well-being and
ensure that they apply the ethical principles of health care.
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
