Scope of application of IHL

This is a template for a multiple-choice poll covering different aspects of the scope of application of
IHL. It can be used to create interactive online polls using Poll Everywhere or Socrative.

For some questions, there may be more than one correct answer. For others, more information may
be required, the idea being to spark a discussion about what additional information is needed.

MATERIAL SCOPE

1. State Alpha is involved in direct and violent confrontations with an organized non-state armed
group called the Fight for Independence, which has controlled northern Alpha since the
beginning of 2020. In July 2020, neighbouring State Beta intervened indirectly to support the
Fight for Independence by coordinating the armed group’s military activities from its own
territory. How would you classify the situation after July 2020?
