To ensure continuous RFL service for in-camp refugees, the ICRC is now 
serving 319 beneficiaries through a rapidly established remote RFL service, 
allowing refugees to call the ICRC and be connected to their families, rather 
than seeking this service at the RFL antenna which had been temporarily 
closed due to government restrictions. This service can be extended to all 
in-camp refugees.
