Alexander Vinokurov
Alexander Vinokurov was born on 30
September 1958. In 1977, he was admitted
to the Law Faculty of the Military University
under the Ministry of Defence. Since
1982, after the graduation, he has served
at various prosecuting and investigative
offices in military prosecution departments
of district and garrison levels. From 1998,
he served at the Chief Military Prosecutor’s
Office of the Office of the Prosecutor
General of the Russian Federation. From
1991, he was appointed to the position of
the Special Assistant of the Deputy General
Prosecutor of the Russian Federation —
Chief Military Prosecutor.

In 2004, Alexander Vinokurov defended
his PhD thesis «The Investigation of
Violent Crimes Committed by Servicemen
against Civilians in the Armed Conflict
Areas». Since that time, he has taught at
the Forensic Science Department of the
Military University (since 2010 he holds the
office of Professor of the Department).

In 2011, Alexander Vinokurov left the
Military Prosecution Office on reaching
mandatory retirement age and continued
his work at the Military University on
personnel training of the military judiciary.
