Georges Baize

Since October 2016, Georges Baize is
posted in Geneva as an adviser to the
dialogue with non-state armed groups
(NSAGs). He belongs to the unit for
relations with arms carriers, within ICRC
headquarters. This unit is responsible
for developing relations and enhancing
engagement with NSAGs. As such, he has
to develop different thematic approaches
to enhance ICRC's engagement with
NSAGs, to reinforce the ICRC's internal
capacity to respond to the challenges
related to security and behaviour posed
by specific NSAGs and to increase States’
acceptance of the ICRC’s humanitarian
dialogue with NSAGs.

Georges Baize joint the ICRC in 2007 as a
delegate in charge of the dialogue with
weapon bearers that consists of supporting
the work of the ICRC (mainly security and
access to victims) and developing and
implementing strategies to integrate IHL
in the operational documentation of the
armed forces or armed groups. He has
worked for 4 years in Central Asia where
the prevention work was dominant, he
went for an emergency mission in Pakistan,
he was then posted in South East Asia for
2.5 years. During that mission, he had to
